Meeting opened at 1:00 pm following lunch sponsored by Guy Rizzolo from ATC.  
No previous meeting minutes for approval.  
Reports: 

1. President.  Victoria Vavricka welcomed everyone and thanked all for attending.  She introduced our NJCEA Executive Board Luncheon sponsor, Guy Rizzolo, from ATC.  Guy told us the lunch was catered by Georgetti’s on Cinnaminson Avenue.  He presented the programs offered at ATC and talked about vocational issues.  ATC is fully accredited.  They have an automotive placement rate of 94%, a collision repair placement rate of 89%, and a marine mechanic placement rate of 75%.  The tuition starts at $18,000. 

Vicki announced that all general membership and executive board dates are set.  She handed out a document containing all dates.  She then brought up the subject of the NJEA convention and representation of NJCEA at this event.  Vicki asked the group to cover the cost of her room so that it was assured that someone was there at all times covering the booth.  Frank Eichmann made a motion to pay for the room for the President not to exceed the cost of $200.  Dennis Armento seconded.  Discussion then followed.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Discussion then took place regarding the budget.  Several changes were made to the budget which will be shared at the next meeting.  One of the changes was the public relations budget was raised to $400.  Based on this, Vicki will be ordering pads and pens for the convention.  She requested a debit card for the group so she does not need to put the money out of pocket.  Siobhan Kelly made a motion to have a debit card issued in the name of NJCEA for use by the President and Treasurer.  Frank Eichmann seconded.  Discussion took place.  The motion passed unanimously.   



2.	Webmaster – Zeth Marra.  Vicki introduced the vendor who created and maintains our web site.  She explained that she forwarded all changes to Zeth and that he has updated the web site.  Zeth explained that due to the browser being used, the updated information is not showing up on people’s computer.  All in attendance said this is a real problem because the first page that comes up appears to be years outdated.  Vicki said she is sending Zeth more information and that they will work on this issue.

3.	Past President/Membership.  Siobhan Kelly discussed her role as past president and said she will assist Vicki with any needs of the group.  She will also get together the nominations at the end of the year.  Siobhan then updated the group regarding current membership numbers and indicated she expected many to join at our general membership meeting.  She also stated she will be sending out another e-mail to those that have not yet joined.

4.	Vice President/Student Awards.  Frank Eichmann had no report at this time regarding either of his positions.  

5.	Corresponding Secretary.  Mark Drummond stated that all letters have been mailed to principals and superintendents indicating the executive board’s participation in NJCEA.

6.	Scholarship.  John Hillard said that 14 scholarships were offered last year totaling over $200,000.  Letters have already been sent out to the post-secondary schools regarding their participation this year.  Interviews this year will be scheduled around 4/15/12.

7.	Coordinator of the Year.  Kim Carfolite stated there is no report at this time.

8.	CTE.  John Hillard stated the meetings are scheduled and provided the dates.  The NJDOE/CTE Conference will be held at the Hilton in East Brunswick on 5/3/12.  Additional meetings will be held 9/26/11, 10/24/11, 12/5/11, 1/30/12, 3/12/12, and 5/7/12.  The NJDOE Advisory will be held 12/6/11.

9.	MEA Representative.  Vicki is very involved in MEA and has an upcoming conference with DECA.

10.	NJCEA Liaison.  Carolyn Reynolds stated that the affiliates have not yet met so there is nothing new to update at this time.  She then stated there are two workshops scheduled at the convention, one on Thursday and one on Friday.  The association is also hosting a booth that is a combination of the groups.  Responsibility will be shared by the various groups.
