· At least one letter of recommendation from a student or worksite supervisor (present or former)

Selection

A panel composed of vocational and academic educators chosen by the Award’s Program Chair will evaluate and rate nominee packets using a rubric.  The winner will be invited to accept their award at the NJCEA Spring meeting.
